As we approach the forthcoming Unit 1 English Literature exam
in January, we are pleased to report that Year 10 students have
been diligently enhancing their analytical skills.

Y9 are continuing with Picasso work and looking at how he used grids and contrast to produce Still Life
work. This is challenging but pupils have enjoyed using colour contrasts and a grid format to produce
some eye catching and also sensitive images so far.

Y 10 are looking at using mixed media approaches to boost the use of colour in their folders on Creativ-
ity and Nature. There has also been some excellent outcomes on the Surreal Transformations of Natu-
ral objects.

Y11 Photography have been looking at Macro Photography and also the ways that expressions can
transform portraiture.
